Program honors the 200+ year history of SLU giving g
back to the St. Louis community. Eighteen grants of
$1,800 each are glven to selected applicants to make a
positive Impact In the community In partnership with
a local non-profit organization. In its first five year, 90
grants have been awarded from over 200 applications.
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For the 22 23 c:yc:le a record 56 applications were received. Over half of
the applications - and awardees - were from under-represented students,
faculty and staff, demonstrating the inclusivity of the program.
