If you are an International Student doing any number of hours in the field, you will need to 
complete the following steps to obtain your clearance documents: 
 

• MO and FBI background check 
• Tuberculosis (TB) Test 
• Protecting God’s Children 

 
1. MO and FBI background check 

Do I need FBI 
background 
check? 

 

All students completing fieldwork, practicum, and/ or student teaching experience over 35 hours 
will be responsible for obtaining a MO and FBI background check prior to beginning. 

If you obtained a MO and FBI background check that expired or will expire during your time in 
the field, you must update, so it is current within one calendar year. 

How do I get a 
MO and FBI 
background 
check? 

 

 
1.   Go to the SLU Office of Clinical Education Compliance:

2.   Select “Local Student Background Check”  

   3.   Select an appointment time for your fingerprinting.  
   4.   On the next screen, titled Criminal Background Check Request, fill in your banner ID,

Select:  “Education Fieldwork” from the drop-down menu and choose MO and FBI Fingerprint 
Check.

Do I need a 
Social Security 
Number to obtain 
a background 
check? 
 

No. For the FBI background check, you do not need a social security number (SSN).  When 
asked to provide an SSN or ID # please enter a passport # or any government issued ID.   
Once you arrive at the office for the appointment, you will receive assistance and can change the 
information if necessary.

2. Tuberculosis (TB) Test 

 
What is a TB 
test? 

 

Tuberculosis screening is required for all students attending SLU. Each year Education students 
must provide a copy of their report to Dr. Joy Voss or upload to their SOE Office of Field 
Experience folder. For additional information about TB, visit the CDC website. 

How do I get a 
copy of a TB 
report? 

 

If you think you had a TB screening completed within a calendar year, talk to your doctor for a 
copy of the report. 

If you do not have a current copy of your TB report, then you will need to visit SLU Student

The report must include the date, a clear result of “negative,” as well as the name of the clinic 
with an official stamp or signature. Test results more than 12 months old will not be accepted. 
 
We suggest updating your TB at the beginning of he Fall semester of each year, so it is valid the 
entire Academic School year! 

3. Protecting God’s Children 
 

What is this 
workshop? 

 

This is a one-time workshop required by the SLU School of Education for all students, and lasts 
for 5 years.  The workshop is required for all volunteers in Catholic Schools. A particular diocese 
may require additional training. You will be notified if this is necessary for your fieldwork. More

How do I get a 
certificate of 
completion? 

 

All completed workshops at SLU or outside of SLU will result in a certificate.  The facilitator will 
give you instructions on how to register on the Virtus online system, and how to check and find 
your certificate when it is ready.  Please upload a copy of this certificate to your SOE Office of 
Field Experience folder.
