Look for an HTTPS and/or padlock in your 

browser address before submitting personal    

information on a website. 

Ensure all company and personal computer    

systems are regularly patched and updated. 

Be wary of open Wi-Fi networks. Secure your 

own network at home.  

Always be careful when clicking on attachments 

or links in emails. If something seems too good 

to be true, it usually is. 

Sensitive browsing, such as banking or shopping, 

should only be done on a device that belongs to 

you. 

Remember to lock your computer when you walk 

away from your computer.
