Travel signatures for Winter break travel: 
Dec. 14th - Jan. 12th. 
You should submit a travel signature request in 

the student portal if you have plans to travel 
outside of the US. 
*If you leave early, you CANNOT complete 

coursework for in-person classes, online. 
Returning to the US late (after January 12th) is 

strongly discouraged - you may be denied entry 

to the US if you choose to attempt this. 

These are United States regulations on student 
visas.
