Extended Absences During the Semester and Travel Signatures

you may need to take a leave of absence (LOA).

If you plan to travel outside of the United States
over Winter Break (or any other time), you must
request a travel signature.

OIS will begin processing Winter Break travel
signature requests after November 11th, 2024.
