Pay attention to
your tone, pitch, and
volume. In a phone
interview, these will
show that you are
excited about the
position.
Ums are more
noticeable in a
phone interview.
Minimize your use
of them by taking a
second to think
about how you want
to start your
response. 

In order to make eye contact in your video interview,
practice looking directly at the camera, rather than at
the screen. Looking at the screen shows you looking
down rather than at the interviewers. 
Have a phone ready in case technical issues arise
during a video interview. 
Dress in interview attire and use good posture
throughout the interview.
