Accreditation Preparedness and Quality Improvement Listserv: Allows educators to engage in discussion 
related to accreditation and quality improvement, largely in the undergraduate medical education space.

Just in Time Teaching Tools App: A free phone app developed at the Zucker School of Medicine at 
Hofstra/Northwell offering evidence-based, succinct teaching tips for classroom, and clinical educators.
