o Chaifetz School’s Community Engagement: Transformative Service
Badge —

o Debbie provided a handout and little background on the series of
digital badges and that they are skills and competencies micro-
credentials and not academic. The committee suggested a potential
title change to better clarify — Transformation Service: A Business
Perspective. Itis not a course so there is no canvas. Everything is
available on a different platform. This micro-credential does not get
transcripted. A record is kept by the Registrar for informational
purposes and validation. The Director of co-curricular is the person
who approves and documents for the students.
