o Teaching (CIM 6350) — Molly Schaller, PhD

* The School of Education has provided a summary document that has
been uploaded in the CIM system as well as supporting documents
and a proforma with enrollment projections with the grant funding
and post grant funding by Dean Ritter.

* There is evidence in the documents of the commitment and
sustainability component of SOE once the grant funding is gone.

= The summer coursework has been adjusted to align with the
university summer policy.

= SOE is working collaboratively with SPS on the Core course
components and students taking summer courses.

* Probation and dismissal continuation standards align with university
policy.

= SOE will provide office hours twice a week for school districts. The
toughest challenge will be in the beginning with the initial launch of
80 students. The districts are participating in the vetting of the
applicants as they are committed to this work.

* Curriculum is in alignment with the CORE and is in the summary
document.



= Students who are unsuccessful in a course will retake the same
course vs. an directed study course which works better with the
repeat course policy at the university.

e The updated language is in the 2/1 document. Suggestion -- offer more
clarity as to when grade replacement applies — second to last sentence.

c. Policy on Independent and Directed Study Courses
e Dr. Sanchez rewrote the sections on credits. New text sent to committee by
Jay Haugen.

Old Text

o Credit assigned for an Independent Study/Research course will be limited
to 1-3 credits and will be determined by the faculty sponsor. The number
of hours and amount of work required by the Independent Study should
be substantially equivalent to the requirements of a course offering the
same number of credit hours. At a minimum, students must perform at
least 37.5 hours of work per term per credit earned.

o New Text
Credit assigned for an Independent Study/Research course will be limited
to 1-3 credits, as determined by the course’s sponsor. The number of
clock hours and nature/amount of work required by the Independent
Study must comply with the requirements of SLU’s Credit Hour Policy.

e The total course limits for UG should not exceed 12 credit hours, which is up
from 9 credit hours. This will be revisited at the March meeting.

o Audit is costly for undergraduate students who audit a course during
the regular semester, outside of the 12 -1 8 credits hours. They pay
the undergraduate per credit rate. However, most graduate students
only pay $50/hour.

o The request is to move undergraduate students' audit rate to mirror
that of graduate students when the course to be audited falls outside
of the 12-18 credit hour fall/spring semester tuition. This is more
equitable across student’s auditing courses.

o Approval of an audit comes from the instructor, not the academic
advisor.
