safety and well-being of human subjects are protected; that clinical trials are conducted in accordance with
approved plans and with rigor and integrity, and that data derived from clinical trials are reliable

The National Center for Advancing Translational Sciences (NCATS), National Institutes of Health (NIH), through the
Clinical and Translational Science Awards (CTSA) Program initiated a project in 2014 to streamline and standardize
researchers conducting clinical trials.
