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Missouri Voters’ Opinions on Technology

The following document summarizes the opinions of likely voters in Missouri on issues related to technology. These results
are from SLU/YouGov Polls conducted from June 2020 to February 2025.

Key Missouri Findings

Atleast 70% of voters want to prohibit students’ access to cell phones in elementary, middle, and high schools.
Only 13% of voters believe that social media has had a positive impact on society.

Most Missouri voters believe that a child should be atleast 12 years old before being allowed to access social media.
46% of voters favor the federal government banning access to social media platforms owned by other countries (for
example, TikTok), 34% oppose, and 20% are not sure
