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Missouri Voters’ Favorite National Football League Team
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Saint Louis University and YouGov asked 900 likely Missouri voters from August 8 to August 16,
2024, “What is your favorite National Football League team?” Respondents could choose any team
or say they did not have a favorite team. 43% said the Kansas City Chiefs, 2% said the Los Angeles
Rams, and 0.7% said the Arizona Cardinals.

Methodology and Weighting

YouGov interviewed 900 likely Missouri voters between Aug. 8 - 16, 2024. The YouGov panel, a
proprietary opt-in survey panel, is comprised of 3.1 million United States residents who have agreed
to participate in YouGov Web surveys. Using their gender, age, race, and education, YouGov
weighted the set of survey respondents to known characteristics of Missouri voters from the American
Community Survey (ACS) public use microdata file, public voter file records, the 2020 Current
Population Survey (CPS) Voting and Registration supplements, the 2020 National Election Pool
(NEP) exit poll, and the 2020 CES surveys, including demographics and 2020 presidential vote.
The margin of error for the weighted data is 3.79%.
